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If the Buzzer Notification window is minimized, the user can bring it up by
clicking twice on the Buzzer Notifier icon in the system tray.

If the user wants to edit the settings of the Buzzer for Desktop, he/she can do so
by using the Settings menu. With the right click on the mouse, the Settings menu
appears with the following options:

1. Open - Notification Window appears with the recent changes listed in the
Notify List.

2. Check Now - Checking for recent changes starts immediately without
waiting for the automatic check.

3. Settings - The following window appears:

Here, the user can choose from several options to set the Notifier functions:
e Play Sound - Selecting the Play Sound option enables a sound to play
when there is a new notification;

« Show Notification - Selecting Show Notification enables a change
notification to be displayed in the system tray;
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e Run on Startup - Selecting the Run on Startup option allows to run
the Buzzer automatically when the computer is started;

o Checking Interval in Minutes - Allows to choose the time interval,
from 5 to 20 minutes, for checking new notifications.

5. About - A window appears with information about the Buzzer version and
the team behind the Buzzer for Desktop development.

6. Login/Logout - The Buzzer Notification window appears. If the user is

already logged in, Logout option will become available to allow the user
to logout.

7. Exit - By clicking on the Exit option, the user can close the
Notifier application.

2.2.1.1 The Notifications List

The Notifications List displays all recent changes from the user’s spaces (from the
most recent to the oldest).

Here, basic information about the recent changes is displayed, such as:
1. Space - the Space where the change was made.
2. Module - the Module in which the change was made.
3. Project - the Project in which the change was made.
4. Date - Date, Month, Year and Hour when the change was made.

2.2.1.3 The Toolbar Menu

The Notification window’s toolbar menu (below) allows the user to:

Select all Mark as read | Mark as unread | Delete | Wiew in browser m

1. Select all - All items in the notification list are selected and a new option
appears in the toolbar menu - Clear all, which allows the user to de-select
previously selected items.

2. Mark as read - By default, all notfications are shown as not read. By clicking
on this option, the user marks all selected items as read.

3. Mark as unread - If the user wants to save read items for further reading,
he/she can click on this option, and the selected items are marked as
unread.

4. Delete - The user can delete one or more notifications from the
Notifications list. By selecting the notification first (using CTRL+A to select
all, CTRL+click, SHIFT+click) and clicking Delete, the user can delete
multiple notifications.

5. View in browser - When the user selects an item and clicks on this button:
» The default browser is opened.
« The user is logged into Projectoffice.net automatically.
» A ProjectOffice.net Dashboard is shown.

6. Refresh - ® By clicking the Refresh button, the user checks whether there
have been any new notifications before the previously set interval.
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2.2.1.4 Close Option

By clicking on the Close button in the right bottom of the Notifications window
, the user can close this window without exiting the Buzzer for Desktop.

2.2.2 The Buzzer in the System Tray

When a new change has been made in the application, a pop-up is shown in the
system tray if the user has chosen to Show Notifications in the Settings menu.
